Strengths/Weaknesses of the Site:  The site authors are well known in the field of speech pathology and augmentative communication.  This site is easy to navigate.  Links are grouped on one page.  It is not “Bobby approved.”  However, this is an important site for those who work with children who use augmentative communication devices.
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
